On December 3, 2019, this Court issued a stay in this case, pending the Supreme Court’s
decision of the three October 2019 term cases® regarding the definition and interpretation of
“sexual orientation” under Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964. On June 15, 2020, the
Supreme Court issued an opinion—consolidating all three cases—in Bostock v. Clayton County,
Georgia, No. 17-1618, 2020 WL 3146686 (U.S. decided June 15, 2020). Considering the
Bostock decision, the Court believes a status report would best serve to resolve this issue in an
efficient manner. Accordingly, it is ORDERED that Plaintiff and Defendants submit a joint
status report, detailing how the parties plan to proceed in this case, on or before June 29, 2020.
