Sarah Reber, being first duly sworn upon oath, deposes and states:
[ am competent to testify and have personal knowledge of the matters stated in this
affidavit. If called to testify as to the truth of the matters stated herein, I could and would
competently do so.
I'am now and, at all times relevant, have been the St. George City (City) Special Event
Coordinator. I started with the City on June 27, 2022.
My duties include receiving, reviewing, and processing special event applications.
I am the only person that processes special event applications.
At the March 9, 2023, City Council work meeting, I presented with Assistant City Manager
Marc Mortensen, the results of our research into sponsorship vs. fee waivers in special event
applications. The moratorium provided a pause in processing these applications in order to
allow me to continue to research other city’s ordinances, to get surveys and law signs out to
the community, to talk to neighbors and businesses, to prepare binders with the survey results
for the City Council’s review and comment at the noticed work meeting on June 8, 2023.
A special event permit checklist accompanies each application for useful reference by the
applicant to ensure that the application is complete. Attached hereto as exhibit A and
incorporated by reference is a blank checklist and special event application form.
Since [ began as the Special Event Coordinator, I followed a process to ensure that all special

event applications were timely processed. I reduced this process to writing via the Special
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&)

Event Application Review Process flowchart which I gave to the City Council on May 25,
2023, in preparation for its work meeting that was held on June 8, 2023. Attached hereto as
exhibit B and incorporated by reference is the flowchart.

I reviewed special events there were held at city parks between March 16 and June 9, 2023
and determined that there were 29 special events held; there were 18 special events held at
city parks between March 16 and June 9, 2022. This constitutes a 62% increase in special
events needing processing.

How soon an event permit can be issued depends upon several factors, including how early
the applicant applied before the event, how quickly they provide any needed information,
how many changes are made to the event, and how quickly the applicant can provide an
insurance certificate and payment for the event. Much of this timing is controlled by the
applicant, not the City; oftentimes depending upon how early before the event they started
the application process. Attached exhibit C shows the date each applicant submitted the

application, the final permit approval date, and the event date.

10) Only 18 out of 231 events (8%) for 2022 and to date in 2023 had the event permit issued

within one day of the event. Most events were approved well in advance of the event and
would allow advertising to occur after the permit issued and prior to the event. See attached

exhibit C.

11) On May 25, 2023, I provided the Council with information obtained in response to the park

surveys and park usage information for their consideration in making changes to the

ordinance during the moratorium. See attached exhibit D.

We, Steven and llene Hafen, have lived across the street from Town Square
and the big library for over fifty years, at 75 West, 100 South, next to our historic
Pioneer home, and we have enjoyed being here.

We remember when Elder Steven Snow dedicated the newly finished town
square, blessing it to be a place of happiness for children and their families. It
truly is enjoyed by many. It is well kept and continues to grow, with interesting
artwork, statues of people who have contributed much here, and the memorial with
our flag for the veterans. You, our Mayor and City Council, are doing a good job.

It was an amazing 70. 3 Ironman race here in St. George last Saturday!

We had a tall, strong son-in-law, who is a pilot, racing in Ironman for the first
time. His two young children and a teenage son were at the railing watching for
him, also his wife, our daughter, standing on the bleachers with a sign for him, and
following the app to see where he was. [ stood at the finish line for 2 hours with
my camera ready, praying he would make it, for his children, his wife, and
himself! I am telling you this, because I am so grateful you didn’t cut off the race
to save time getting to the awards! The woman who was announcing was just
wonderful. She kept things positive and cheerful to the end, cheering-on every
runner, things like: “ You're ‘round the turn!” The red carpet is waiting for you!”
“There’s a big smile!” “Congratulations!” “We are bringing everybody home!”
She never quit her enthusiasm, nor her genuine joy for every runner finishing!

The last of the race may have been the most inspiring, as some of the
runners limped in and looked exhausted, while the crowd cheered them on and put
out their hands to slap hands! Seventy five years old men and women finished the
course! Our son-in-law finished with strength and dignity.

We go walking in the Square, and often see or hear festivals and activities
at Town Square, but the only time we were dismayed and concerned was when
we say the “Drag” parade pulling into the Square with large, even fat, men dressed
up like women, wearing wigs and lots of makeup, riding on a float.

As you will note on my survey card, when | am in residence in St. George at my condo during late fall
through spring, | am at the park 3 or 4 times a day as | walk my dog. | also take extra bags and pick up
dog poop left by other dogs, which is not picked up by their owners. 1 also pick up trash, often over 20
pieces on each walk for people who throw bottle caps, candy wrappers, empty water bottles, napkins,
food containers, various other paper items, and (you name it and they throw it, even within 3 feet of a
trash bin).

My suggestion is to place signs around the park that say something to this effect:

KEEP YOUR PARK BEAUTIFUL, PICK UP TRASH. | am sure you have access to artists who could illustrate
the various kinds of trash in a clever way. You might even sponsor a contest for hlgh school art students
to design a poster. Since you were able to place numerous signs about the park survey in the park to
draw attention to park needs, surely signs about picking up trash could be placed some places. Some
creative person might be able to come up with a better written message than my generic one.

Also, as a former teacher myself, | think you might ask Legacy Elementary to send home a note with
students about keeping the park free of debris that could be shared with parents asking that the parents
discuss the problem with their children. | believe teaching responsible citizenship is a part of our state
educational goals. | realize teachers are asked to do so much but perhaps they would be willing to hand ...
