DEFENDANTS’ RESPONSE TO NOTICE OF SUPPLEMENTAL AUTHORITY

This Court should not follow K.C. v. Individual Members of the Medical Licensing Board
of Indiana, 2023 WL 4054086 (S.D. Ind. June 16), which obeys flawed Seventh Circuit precedent
rather than Dobbs. Cf. D.H. v. Williamson Cnty. Bd. of Educ., 2022 WL 16639994, at *10, *12
(M.D. Tenn. Nov. 2) (disagreeing with Whitaker v. Kenosha Unified Sch. Dist., 858 F.3d 1034
(7th Cir. 2017), by declining to preliminarily enjoin enforcement of policies about sex-separating
bathrooms because the plaintiff had “not shown a strong likelihood of success on the merits”).

But even if this Court repeats K.C.’s mistakes, K.C. does not support the notion that a
district court may preliminarily enjoin all enforcement of a law statewide in a case that is not a
putative class action. 2023 WL 4054086, at *14. The only reason the district court provided in
K.C. for “us[ing] its equitable power to issue an injunction prohibiting Defendants from enforcing

the enjoined portions of [the Indiana law] against any provider, as to any minor” was that the
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plaintiffs’ “motion for class certification remains pending.” Id. (citing Kartman v. State Farm
Mut. Auto. Ins. Co., 634 F.3d 883, 886 (7th Cir. 2011)). In contrast, this case is not a class action.
Thus, this Court’s equitable power does not extend to preliminarily enjoining enforcement of the
Act statewide against parties and nonparties alike, regardless of whether healthcare providers are
treating the minor Plaintiffs who requested such relief. See Arizonav. Biden, 40 F.4th 375, 396-97
(6th Cir. 2022) (Sutton, C.J., concurring) (“The law already has a mechanism for applying a

judgment to third parties. That is the role of class actions.”).
