UNOPPOSED MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE RESPONSE TO 

PLAINTIFFS’ MOTION FOR A PRELIMINARY INJUNCTION 

Pursuant to Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 6(b) and Local Rule 6.01, Defendants 

respectfully move for an extension of their deadline to respond to Plaintiffs’ Motion for a 

Preliminary Injunction, currently set for May 15, 2023.  Good cause exists to grant a four (4) day 

extension of the deadline, up to and including May 19, 2023, which will not prejudice any party 

or this Court.
